District Three height, weight, hair color/style, facial hair, clothing description, and visible
scars, marks, or tattoos. When it comes to clothing, we are looking for the
Southeast type of clothing (jacket, hoodie, t-shirt, jeans, shorts, etc.) colors, and logos.

Things that stand out and would make it easier for officer to find them. For
vehicles, we are looking for the make, model, color, and distinct features.

When you call dispatch, they are going to ask you lots of questions. Though
Captain Horsford this may feel unnecessary as you just want officers to get there, it is very
important. The information they are collecting is being added to the call and
going directly to the responding officers. The main thing to understand is
559-621-6401 that while they are collecting the information from you, officers can already
be on their way. The dispatcher can update the call while the officers are on
their way. They are asking the questions, so the officers know who they are
District Five looking for and how to properly respond to the call. They may not need to
have the full history of previous calls/incidents and will ask you to be
specific to what is happening today. This is to make sure we are responding
CaptainMartinez correctly to what is happening today and that is not information they need.
That information should be provided to the officers responding to the call.
